	BIAS


	a personal and unreasoned judgment in favor of or against someone or something
EXAMPLE:  It can be difficult to stop one’s bias from affected his or her decisions.  

	INNOCENT


	not guilty of a crime or other wrong act 

EXAMPLE: He says that he is innocent of the crime.

	GUILTY


	responsible for committing a crime or doing something bad or wrong

EXAMPLE: Do you think he's innocent or guilty?

	HOMICIDE


	the act of killing another person

EXAMPLE: He has been arrested for homicide.

	PREJUDICE
	preconceived negative judgment or opinion formed without just grounds or before sufficient knowledge


	REASONABLE DOUBT


	If the jury has a reasonable doubt as to a defendant's guilt, the jury or judge should pronounce the defendant not guilty. 

EXAMPLE:  Though she had never met Steve, Marla had a prejudice against him and all other lawyers.  

	RHETORICAL DEVICE


	A rhetorical device uses words in a certain way to convey meaning or to persuade. It can also be a technique to evoke an emotion on the part of the reader or audience.



	TESTIMONY


	something that someone says especially in a court of law while formally promising to tell the truth

EXAMPLE: The jury heard 10 days of testimony.

	VERDICT


	the decision made by a jury in a trial

EXAMPLE: The verdict was not guilty.

	UNANIMOUS 


	agreed to by _____________________ 
EXAMPLE: A unanimous vote was needed to convict the criminal of the crime.
